After breakfast, check out from the hotel. Drive for 2 hours to view the ancient Welwitschia Plants and the Moon
Landscape. Confinue through to the Namib Desert, the Kuiseb Canyons and the Tropic of Capricorn. In the late afternoon,
drive to the Le Mirage Resort & Spa, check-in, have some free & easy time, followed by dinner at the lodge.

Day 06 - Sossusvlei 7522473 (B/L/D)

Have breakfast at the lodge. You can climb 'Big Daddy', one of Sossusvlei's tallest dunes. However, if you are not keen for
the strenuous hike to the top of Big Daddy, Dune 45 is a more forgiving alternative, standing at only 80 metres and
featuring a much gentler gradient. Explore Deadvlei, a white, salt, claypan dotted with ancient frees; and explore the
Sesriem Canyon, a deep chasm carved through the rocks by water, and a striking natural feature of the area that is best
explored on foot. Proceed by to the lodge for lunch, followed by a quad excursion through vast desert landscapes (over
12 years old only). Look at the magnificent view over the Tsaris Mountains surrounded by the majestic dunes. Have dinner
at the lodge and rest.
