After breakfast, visit to Turtle Hatchery in Kosgoda, where you can see five species of turtles-Green Turtles
(Chelonia mydas), Hawksbill Turtle (Eretmochelys imbricata), Loggerhead Turtle (Caretta caretta), Leatherback
Turtle (Dermochelys coriacea) and Olive Ridley Turtle (Lepidochelys olivacea). The eggs collected by the
Villagers and Fishermen are purchased by the Kosgoda Hatchery and kept in sandy pens until they are
hatched. The newly hatched ones are kept in tanks and released to the sea in the night. This Hatchery alone
has released more than 1,750,000 young turtles to the sea. Depart to Colombo and proceed to city tour,
Portuguese, Dutch and British rule are found in every area of the city. Visit Fort, the former British administrative
center and military garrison, Sea Street - the Goldsmith’s quarters in the heart of Pettah, the Bazaar area where
there is also a Hindu Temple with elaborate stone carvings, the Kaymans Gate with the Belfry at the original
gate to enter the Fort, the Dutch Church of Wolfendhaal dating back to 1749, Davatagaha Mosque, Colombo
Museum and the Natural History Museum are some of the sites to be visited. Also visit the BMICH (Bandaranaik
Memorial International Conference Hall), see the replica of Avukana Buddha and the Independence Square.
