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Day 1 (Sat): Arrival at Paris {15 B %

Upon arriving at the airport, we will be waiting to transfer you to your hotel. Check the information boards in the
hotel reception area for details of the welcome meeting with your guide and fellow fravelers.
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Day 2 (Sun): Paris B3

We come into contact with the history of France in the immense Palace of Versailles (admission not included)
with its beautiful gardens. After that, on our way back to Paris, we head to Montmartre, and take a cable car
(included) to go up to this bohemian neighborhood known for its painters, artists and cabarets. To contemplate
the beauty of the impressive avenues and monuments of Paris, you will have the city tour with a local guide.
Return to the hotel. Optionally you can attend the variety show.
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Day 3 (Mon): Paris 2%

We go to the center of Paris, starting by the Eiffel Tower area. You will have the opportunity to go up to the
second floor of this remarkable metal monument (ficket included). Then we enjoy a boat cruise along the River
Seine, which divides the north of Paris from the south. Enjoy a free afternoon to explore as you choose.

**Note: In some cases, the waits to go up the Eiffel Tower are long. Thus, the climb may take place at a different
time (or on Sunday), if it is considered convenient for organizational reasons.
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Day 4 (Tue): Paris - Beaune - Lyon BE% - & - E5

Today we travel to the center of France, to the Bourgogne region, famous for its wines. We will visit BEAUNE,
located in the center of the Bourgogne region, with its streets full of flowers, hospice and wine museum all points
of interest. Continuing on, we will arrive to LYON in the afternoon, the capital of Roman Gallia on the banks of
the Rhéne (its historic center has been declared a World Heritage site). We include a cable car climb to Notre
Dame de Fourviere, where we have a great view of the city. Enjoy some leisure time to walk around.

**Note: In some cases, a part of the group will be accommodated in Chambery, a city near Lyon. In these
cases, we will leave at the evening for CHAMBERY and accommodation. We will then have some time early in
the morning to visit the capital of Savoy, a medieval-style city with beautiful historic center and a large castle.
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Day 5 (Wed): Lyon - Geneva - Lausanne - Gruyeres - Fribourg
BEH-BAR - &% - KSR - BEE

We travel to Switzerland. In GENEVA, we will pass through the Palace of Nations (the headquarters of the United
Nations in Europe) and with our guide we will go to the pretty English Garden with its clock made of flowers and
we can admire the “Jet d'Eau”, the tallest fountain in Europe. We will then have free time to explore and enjoy
lunch. We'll continue along the shores of Lake Geneva, until we reach Lausanne, a city in western Switzerland.
We will stop at the Olympic Park, a lakeside landmark dedicated to sports and Olympic culture.

After this, we will continue to the picturesque walled village of GRUYERES, known worldwide for its cheese.
Nearby this area there are several of the main chocolate factories in Switzerland located (NESTLE amongst
them), and we visit the Cailler chocolate factory, with a tasting included!

We will continue fravelling to Fribourg, a bilingual French-German city with a charming old town.

**Note: Occasionally, accommodation may be arranged in a nearby city
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Day 6 (Thu): Fribourg - Interlaken - Aare Gorge - Lugano - Chiasso
BREE - ARNE - BRAE - HETkRs - Aing - BIE

This Swiss tour begins with a scenic drive through the Bern canton, featuring photo stops at either at
Schwarzenburg Castle or, depending on accommodation, at the viewpoint overlooking Lake Thun or Lake
Brienz. Continue to visit to Interlaken a tourist town nestled between two lakes and the Aare Gorge where we'll
explore its impressive ravines (tickets included), followed by an included lunch. The journey continues through
the breathtaking Susten Pass, showcasing eternal snow and glaciers, before traversing the Gotthard Tunnel. The
tour concludes with a charming boat ride (tickets included) from Gandria to Lugano on Lake Lugano. Finally,
head to Chiasso in the late afternoon.

**Note:

e From late May to early October, the Susten Pass may be closed due to snow; in this case, we'll fravel
through the equally stunning Brinig Pass.

e Occasionally, accommodation will be in the Como meftropolitan area.
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Day 7 (Fri): Chiasso - Bellinzona - Altdorf - Lucerne

EW R - WARED - FIRER - FEE

After breakfast, we'll depart for Bellinzona, the capital of Italian-speaking Switzerland, to explore its UNESCO-
listed medieval castles and picturesque streets. The journey then crosses the Gotthard Pass for a scenic photo
stop, followed by a visit to Altdorf, the birthplace of William Tell, for free time and lunch. The tour culminates in
Lucerne, the tourist capital of Switzerland, where participants can explore famous landmarks like the
Kapellbricke, Lion Monument, cathedral, Jesuit Church, and the old town.
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Day 8 (Sat): Lucerne - Einsiedeln - Vaduz - Feldkirch
FER - LEHER - Rt - BREES

We leave Lucerne driving along the Four Cantons Lake towards EINSIEDELN, its immense baroque abbey is the
most important pilgrimage center in Switzerland. After that we continue towards the East of Switzerland and visit
Heididorf. In HEIDIDORF we will be visiting Heidi's House (ticket not included), a picturesque place with beautiful
landscapes that we will reach through a pedestrian path. Then we enter into the independent country of
Liechtenstein, and its capital city VADUZ with its impressive castle. Time to stroll and have lunch. Subsequently,
we go to the neighbor city of FELDKIRCH, in Austria, located next to the borders of Switzerland, Liechtenstein
and Germany: with a beautiful medieval quarter and castle. Free fime.
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Day 9 (Sun): Feldkirch - St. Gallen - Constance - Stein am Rhein - Rhine Waterfalls - Zurich
BRERR - IMC - RENER - KETHERE - KEHEH - HRi

We start our day heading to ST. GALLEN, whose center is part of the World Heritage List by UNESCO with a
wonderful cathedral and its historic center. Admission to the library is included. Afterwards we will continue by
Constance Lake, between Germany and Switzerland. We will have time for a walk at Constance’s center and
enjoy lunch. Then, again in Switzerland, we will take a stroll in STEIN AM RHEIN, a typical village on the Rhine
River with precious houses with painted walls. We will also visit Rhine Waterfalls (entfry included), the waterfalls
with the most abundant flow in Europe. Arrival in ZURICH at the end of the day.
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Day 10 (Mon): Zurich 7%t

With our guide, we will have a tour of ZURICH, the most populated city of Switzerland, and the country’s
financial and cultural capital. The city of the banks has twice been declared the city with the best quality of life
in the world. Afterwards, we will include a cruise of almost two hours on Lake Zurich. The boat makes brief stops
to allow us to see the villages on the way. We get off in RAPPERSWIL, a picturesque little vilage overlooked by its
mediaeval castle. We go back to Zurich by train and appreciate the efficiency and punctuality of the Swiss
railways.

**Note: Depending on the number of travelers, the transfers to and from the center might be carried out by
public transport.
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Day 11 (Tue): Zurich 7%t
